A letter writing campaign that became a major tool of protest in the colonies. 

A law passed by Parliament that placed a tax on sugar, molasses, and other products shipped to the colonies; also called for harsh punishments of smugglers.

The dumping of 342 chests of tea into Boston Harbor by colonists to protest the Tea Act. 

A search warrant that allowed British officers to enter colonial homes or businesses to search for smuggled goods.

A law passed by Parliament that required all legal and commercial documents to carry an official stamp showing a tax had been paid.

A law passed by Parliament that let the British East India Company bypass tea merchants and sell directly to colonists. 

A series of laws passed by Parliament that suspended New York’s assembly and established taxes on goods bought in the British colonies. 

A law passed by Parliament that required the colonies to house and supply British soldiers. 

A clash between British soldiers and Boston colonists in which five of the colonists, including Crispus Attucks, were killed. 

A series of laws enacted by Parliament to punish Massachusetts colonists for the Boston Tea Party.
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
