SLAVE LIFE QUILT SQUARE PROJECT - DUE FRIDAY, MARCH 7TH
Step 1: Choose an aspect of slave life that you found particularly interesting. You may choose anything from the economics of slavery through slave revolts.
Step 2: Design and create a quilt square that illustrates your chosen aspect of slave life. You will only be given one quilt square so I suggest you sketch your design first. You may use anything to create your quilt design, markers, fabric paint, paint pens, fabric, etc. 
Step 3: Write a 1-2 page paper that explains every aspect of your quilt. Explain any symbolism that is used. In your paper, you also need give details about your aspect of slave life. Write your paper as if your reader does not know anything about your chosen aspect of slave life. Use your spiral for your information and do additional research if needed. Conclude your paper with a short explanation of why you chose that particular aspect of slave life. Paper needs to be double-spaced and typed or write in blue or black ink.  
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
